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Bylaws of the 
Behavioral and Cognitive Psychology Specialty Council
Article I

Name of Organization

The name of the organization is Behavioral and Cognitive Psychology Specialty Council.

Article II

Behavioral and Cognitive Psychology Specialty Council Mission
The purpose of the Behavioral and Cognitive Psychology Specialty Council shall be to:

· Facilitate communication and development of coherence and consistency of policies and procedures within Behavioral and Cognitive Psychology.

· Promote quality assurance of education, training, credentialing, and practice in Behavioral and Cognitive Psychology.

· Represent the specialty of Behavioral and Cognitive Psychology to the Commission on Accreditation and the Council of Specialties in Professional Psychology. 

Article III

Membership

· The membership of the Behavioral and Cognitive Psychology Specialty Council shall consist of one representative from co-sponsoring organizations. Said organizations will work to the betterment of Behavioral and Cognitive Psychology as a specialty within professional psychology. Organizations seeking representation on the Behavioral and Cognitive Psychology Specialty Council must be accepted by existing members unanimously by vote. 
· Each representative shall be appointed for a term of four years and may serve consecutive terms. All appointments begin January 1st. 

· Terms of representatives to the Behavioral and Cognitive Psychology Specialty Council and officers thereof shall begin in January.

· Representatives to the Behavioral and Cognitive Psychology Specialty Council commit themselves to regular attendance at meetings and participation. Appointment of a new representative may be required by the Behavioral and Cognitive Psychology Specialty Council in the case of insufficient participation by a representative.

· The officers of the Behavioral and Cognitive Psychology Specialty Council shall consist of a President, and secretary/treasurer, serving four year terms. Officers can be re-elected for consecutive terms. The secretary/treasurer shall serve as President in the absence of the President and perform tasks requested by the President.  The secretary shall take and distribute minutes of meetings within eight weeks and shall help with furthering communications. One representative may hold both the President and the secretary/treasurer office. 
Article IV

Meetings

· Meetings may be held at least once a year and can be held telephonically.
· Meetings may be attended by liaisons and observers by invitation of the Behavioral and Cognitive Psychology Specialty Council.
· The Behavioral and Cognitive Psychology Specialty Council may address business matters outside of the regularly scheduled meetings. Votes may be conducted by telephone, mail, e-mail or fax.

Representative to the Council of Specialties in Professional Psychology

Members of the Behavioral and Cognitive Psychology Specialty Council shall elect the Behavioral and Cognitive Psychology Representative to the Council of Specialties in Professional Psychology. The term of this Representative shall be four years and reelection for one consecutive term is possible. Partial terms are not considered a full-term, so that only full-terms are considered within the maximum length of representation. 
Article VI

Rules of Order

The Behavioral and Cognitive Psychology Specialty Council shall conduct its meetings in accordance with the latest edition of Keesey’s Modern Parliamentary Procedure.

Article VII

Amendments

Amendments to these Bylaws may be made by a majority vote of the members of the Behavioral and Cognitive Psychology Specialty Council. Mail ballots may be utilized providing a discussion of the matter had taken place at a prior meeting and allowing a 20-day response.
