
Bylaws 

Clinical Neuropsychology Specialty Council
Article I

Name of Organization

The name of the organization is Clinical Neuropsychology Specialty Council.

Article II

Clinical Neuropsychology Specialty Council Mission

The purpose of the Clinical Neuropsychology Specialty Council shall be to:

1. Support and maintain the recognition of clinical neuropsychology as a specialty in professional psychology.
2. Facilitate communication across clinical neuropsychology organizations. 
3. Promote quality assurance of education, training, credentialing, and practice in Clinical Neuropsychology.

4. Represent the specialty of Clinical Neuropsychology to the Council of Specialties in Professional Psychology. 

Article III

Membership

1. The minimum membership of the Clinical Neuropsychology Specialty Council shall consist of one representative from co-sponsoring US national organizations. Consistent with Article V.I of the Council of Specialty bylaws, the minimum membership shall include, “the ABPP Academy in that specialty, the ABPP Board in that specialty, the APA Division(s) in that specialty, and the organization of education and training directors in that specialty at the doctoral internship, postdoctoral residency, and continuing education levels.” Said organizations will work to the betterment of Clinical Neuropsychology as a specialty within professional psychology and support the purposes of the Clinical Neuropsychology Specialty Council. 

2. Organizations seeking representation on the Clinical Neuropsychology Specialty Council must be accepted by existing members unanimously by vote. Current membership shall be listed in an Appendix to the Bylaws. Membership categories are as follows:
a. Voting Membership: Voting membership of the Clinical Neuropsychology Specialty Council shall consist of members identified by CoS as the minimum membership and members accepted by unanimous vote of the existing membership at the time of the vote.

b. Non-voting Membership: Non-voting membership of the Clinical Neuropsychology Specialty Council shall consist of members identified by CoS as the minimum membership and members accepted by unanimous vote of the existing membership at the time of the vote that fall into one of several categories:  if there is a board certifying organization and an associated academy or college, one of the two groups will vote; if groups are subgroups of a larger organization only one will vote (the larger organization or one subgroup); organizations that are made up of representatives from other organizations who are voting members of the Clinical Neuropsychology Specialty Council will not vote to avoid redundant voting.
c. Dues-collecting Membership: Dues-collecting membership of the Clinical Neuropsychology Specialty Council shall consist of organizations that collect dues as a function of membership in the organization.

d. Observer: Observers of the Clinical Neuropsychology Specialty Council shall consist of organizations that are not members of the Clinical Neuropsychology Specialty Council but have interest in observing and providing input to members.

3. Dues-collecting members of the Clinical Neuropsychology Specialty Council are strongly encouraged to contribute equally to operating expenses. Voting membership will not be dependent on ability to contribute to operating expenses.
4. Each representative shall be appointed for a term of one year and may serve up to four consecutive terms. All appointments begin January 1. 

5. Representatives to the Clinical Neuropsychology Specialty Council commit themselves to regular attendance at meetings and participation. Appointment of a new representative may be required by the Clinical Neuropsychology Specialty Council in the case of insufficient participation by a representative.

Article IV

Officer(s)

1. The Clinical Neuropsychology Specialty Council shall have a chair elected by majority vote of the voting members. The nomination process for a new chair occurs by submission of nominees from the Clinical Neuropsychology Specialty Council voting member organizations, which may include suggestions by organizations with observer and non-voting status. If the Chair is elected from one of the member organizations, that organization shall fill that seat with a new representative.
2. The chair shall serve a four-year term commencing on January 1. The Chair can be re-elected for a second term. 

3. On matters requiring a vote, the Chair shall only vote in the event of a tie. 

Article V

Meetings

1.
Meetings must be held at least once a year and can be held telephonically or via videoconferencing.

2.
Meetings may be attended by observers at the invitation of the Clinical Neuropsychology Specialty Council.

3.
The Clinical Neuropsychology Specialty Council may address business matters outside of the regularly scheduled meetings. Votes may be conducted by e-mail, telephone, or mail.

Article VI
Representative to the Council of Specialties in Professional Psychology

The Chair of Clinical Neuropsychology Specialty Council shall serve as the Clinical Neuropsychology Representative to the Council of Specialties in Professional Psychology or may assign a representative to serve on her or his behalf. The term of this Representative shall be four years. Re-election for one consecutive term is possible. Partial terms are not considered a full-term, so that only full-terms are considered within the maximum length of representation. 
Article VII
Amendments

Amendments to these Bylaws may be made by a majority vote of the voting members of the Clinical Neuropsychology Specialty Council. Mail, email, or telephone ballots may be utilized providing a discussion of the matter had taken place at a prior meeting and allowing a twenty-day response.
